AUTHOR VIS IT
Passing Game:
Benny Friedman 
and the Transformation 
of Football
By Murray Greenberg

Passing Game rediscovers this
little-known sports hero and tells
the story of Friedman’s evolution
from upstart to American celebrity
and Jewish hero.

When Friedman, the son of
working class, Jewish immigrants
living in Cleveland, Ohio, arrived at
the University of Michigan in the
1920s, football was a dull, grinding
running game in which the forward
pass was a desperation measure.
Friedman had extraordinarily strong
hands and was able to hurl the ball
downfield to receivers with
unheard of accuracy.  His unique
ability stunned coaches who began
to develop defensive formations to
stop his passes. After Michigan, he
joined the nascent NFL, where his
skills helped launch the passing-
dominated game we know and love
today.

Murray Greenberg, a resident of
Hewlett Harbor, is a former litiga-
tor and graduate of Brandeis
University (where Benny Friedman
was the first athletic director and
only football coach), as well as
Columbia University's Graduate
School of Journalism.
